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How does the %Iobal (financialized) commodity trade
impact on local lifeworlds?

The growing influence of transnational market intermediaries,
including financial actors, has profoundly changed the global
commodities trade. How have these changes affected local lives
along the copper value chain, from the mines in Zambia, through
African transport corridors, to Swiss trading firms? What needs
to be done to move towards more ethical and sustainable trading
and production systems?

This Research Symposium discusses the results of the SNIS-
funded Valueworks project and suggests priorities for research,
policy and action.
