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The recognition and promotion of trans* people’s rights is important
to deliver on the promise of the 2030 Agenda to leave no one behind
and pave the way for achieving the SDGs for all people everywhere.
But the promise of universal human rights is not enough. What
is needed is to translate that promise into policy, and policy into
practice.
